Dear Friends,
Here is what our Directory for Worship says about the church or Christian year as it reflects the festivals for worship of God.

"As God created and appointed days, God created a rhythm of time and appointed seasons for worship. In the Old Testament, people observed seasons of fasting and feasting as occasions for festival worship of God. Jesus kept these festivals. For the Church in the New Testament, the festivals were transformed in meaning and purpose by Jesus’ life and teaching, his death and resurrection, and by the gift of the Holy Spirit. Jesus’ birth, life, death, resurrection, ascension, and promised return give meaning to the seasons which order the annual rhythm of worship and guide the selection of lessons to be read and proclaimed in the life of the Church" (W-1.3013).

The church (Christian or liturgical) calendar year begins with Advent in preparation for the coming of Christ at his return and at his birth. Christmas is our celebration of the birth of Christ and we follow this celebration with Epiphany, a time to celebrate the nations coming to Christ symbolized by the journey of the Magi. Lent comes soon as we prepare for the passion week culminating not in the cross but in the resurrection, our celebration of Easter. The post-Easter celebration, what we used to call Eastertide, now the season of Easter, continues our celebration of the joyous news of the resurrection of Jesus. This season of Easter lasts until Pentecost, the celebration of the birth of the church by the coming of the Holy Spirit. Following Pentecost is a time called ordinary time.

During ordinary time we live our life active in our discipleship, growing in our faith as individuals and as a community, as we learn how God desires to interact with the world and the church.  Ordinary time reflects our life in the world as citizens of God's new kingdom. During this time we grow through the means of grace to become the people God calls us to be in and for the world. Ordinary time takes us up to Christ the king Sunday which is the last Sunday of the church year, followed again by Advent beginning the cycle again. This church 
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year or Christian year helps us order our lives around the major events in the Christian faith and grow through a reflection and participation in these events.

The means of grace given to us for our growth personal and communal during the whole of the church year are such activities as prayer, scripture reading, worship, the sacraments, and so forth. As we take advantage of these opportunities for growth we develop a greater awareness of God's vast and unbounded care for the world. We, as citizens of the kingdom of God, live from God's perspective and offer grace and care for God's world of people and creation as well. The means of grace are meant to enable us to live out our calling more fully and completely. As we move into ordinary time I trust we will be anything but ordinary in the way we reflect the grace of God in our world. Lets enjoy growing in grace and living and giving from grace during this ordinary time.
